LADY CHILTERN – Sir Robert’s wife is a beautiful woman, hopelessly idealistic and very much in love with her husband.  30-40”s

THE EARL OF CAVERSHAM, K.G. – Viscount Goring’s father who fears his son will come to a bad end. He holds the highest awards the kingdom offers.  60-70’s

VISCOUNT GORING - Lord Caversham’s son, a young man who refuses to be serious about life and enjoys his carefree world.  30-40’s

MISS MABEL CHILTERN - Sir Robert Chiltern's Sister. Wilde says “She has all the fragrance and freedom of a flower . . . the fascinating tyranny of youth, and the astonishing courage of innocence.”  20-30’s

PHIPPS - Lord Goring's Servant.  Any age
